Help agencies would include, but not be limited to Goldcrest, United Way, Goodwill, The Salvation
Army, The American Red Cross, Big Brothers/Sisters, Habitat for Humanity, etc. Sample volunteer possibilities
would include assisting elderly with yard work, volunteering through school, church, church, and community

~ organizations, etc.

If you have completed volunteer service, have a representative of the agency, or the person for whom the service
has been performed, complete this portion of the sheet and then present it to your guidance counselor for entry on
the “Accounting Form,” kept in the counselor’s office at school.
